Glossary of Unemployment Compensation Terms

A combined-wage claim in which the paying State is not the State in which the claim is filed and the interstate claims procedures are used in making the 

A combined-wage claim in which the paying State is also the State in which the claim is filed and to which the other State or States will transfer wage credits. 

Any State against which a worker files a claim for compensation through the facilities of another (agent) State. 

State law specifies claimants are disqualified from benefits for a definite or indefinite period. These include voluntarily leaving employment without good cause; 
discharge for misconduct, felony, or gross misdemeanor; misrepresentation; refusal to work; participating in a labor dispute which results in work stoppage; 
and full-time attendance at school.
